Plastic makers to move court against ban

MUMBAI: After opposing the Maha-
rashtragovernment’sbanonsev-
eral plastic items, the All India
Plastic Manufacturers Associa-
tion (AIPMA) is preparing to
challenge the ban in the court of
law. AIPMA has termed the ban
as impractical and unrealistic,
and claimed thatitisnotthesolu-
tion to the problem of pollution.
While imposing the ban on
plasticand thermocolitems, the
state government for the first
time also banned their manufac-
ture, whichaccordingtotheasso-
ciation will impact the plastic

industry drastically.

AIPMA has demanded a
detailed environment impact
assessment(EIA) study toascer-
tain the impact of plastic and
other alternatives on the envi-
ronment. The study will clarify
therealenvironmentalimpactof
plasticas wellasthose materials
suggested asalternativestoplas-
tic, said Hiten Bheda, president
AIPMA,

Itwill give a scientific basisto
the argument that plastic does
notharm theenvironment when
handled responsibly, and serves
-as the best alternative to paper,
glass, cloth and even metal,
Bhedaadded.

“We have been trying to per-
suade the government that the
ban is not the only solution to
environmentalissues. The basic
issueislitteringandcollection of
plasticitems, which can besorted
out through a joint effort by all
stakeholders. We will now wait
forafew daysinthehopethatthe
government will make changes
inthenotification, failing which
we willbe left withno choice but
to challenge the ban in court,”
Bhedasaid.

Jayesh Rambhia, ex-president
AIPMA saidlitteringis the main
problem in the environment,
which cannotbe overcome with-
out the support of the govern-

ment. “You cannot punish the
entire industry for the fault of a
few people who were manufac-
turing banned plasticbags of less
than50 microns,” Rambhia said.

According to the knowledge .
paperreleased by the Federation
ofIndian Chambers of Commerce
and Industry (FICCI), the plastic
sector in Maharashtra is a vital
sector for economic and indus-
trial development asitacecounts
foraround 35% of the state GDP.
The annual turnover of plastic
products is Rs50,000 crore. The
ban wouldresultin the shutting
down of 2,150 units leading to a
revenue loss of around Rs8,400
crore, AIPMA said.

DAYS AFTER the state govern-
mentenforced abanon the man-
ufacture, sale and use of plastic
products in Maharashtra, the All
India Plastics Manufacturers’
Association (AIPMA) raised
strong opposition toit. They said
itadversely impacted their busi-
ness and also the state's economy
as the ban would affect other in-
dustries too.

“The government needs to
rethink this ban as it will not
only impact our business, but
also of those affiliated industries

‘that are dependent on the use
of plastic,” said Hiten Bheda,
AIPMA president.

According to the AIPMA, the
plastic ban will result in a loss of
Rs 5,000 crore to the plastics in-
dustry. It also said at least four
lakh people would lose theirem-
ployment, with 2,150 plastic in-
dustrial units shutting down in
the state. This will meanaloss of

_ Rs 800 crore to the government

in the form of GSTrevenue.

“Around five million tonnes
of plasticis produced in the state
every year, catering toaround 35
per cent of the state's GDP. The
ban will also paralyse other in-
dustries like agro, retail, hotels
and restaurants, dairy,and soon,
astheyare heavily dependenton
the use of plastic for their busi-
ness,” Bheda said.

Stressing thatall plasticisre-
cyclable, Akhilesh Bhargava,
chairman, environment and re-
cyclingcommittee, AIPMA, said,
“The government needs to con-
ductan environmentimpactas-
sessment to evaluate the impact
of plastic compared to the other |
alternatives. The ban has been
implemented arbitrarily, with-

The AIPMA intends to per-
suade the government to with-
draw the ban, failing which they
propose to take the legal route.
“Wehope to convince the govern-
ment soon. The court will be our
final resort," Bhargava said.

According to the
data of Plastic Bag Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion of India’ (PBMAI), it is estimated that a to-
tal of Rs 3,800 crore is invested in plant and ma-
chinery in Maharashtra. Further, the borrow-

ings from banks, receivables and outstanding

in the market exceed Rs 11,000 crores as of to-
day, stated Neemit Punamiya, General Secre-
tary of PBMAL A report states that livelihood
of around 80,000 people will be impacted.

Adding to it, past president of the ATPMA
said that plastic manufacturers are small
players and are notlarge lobbies. “So, the gov-
ernment without consulting the stakeholders
decided to ban plastic bags, pet bottles and
other disposable plastic items in the state.”

For many years, various authorities have
been pointing finger at plastic as the reason
for floods in Mumbai city. Defying this claim,
past president of AIPMA, Jayesh K Rambhia,
this statement made by various government
authorities are baseless.

The All India  Plastics
Manufacturers Association (AIPMA)
has opposed the . Maharashtra
Government's notification for ban
on various types of plastics. Terming
the ‘Maharashtra Plastic and
Thermocol Products Notification,
2018’ as “impractical, unrealistic
and not a solution to the underlying

issue of Pollution,” the ATPMA stated-

that the ban has drastically affected
the ~the Rs 50,000-crore Plastic
Industry - and it may take legal
actions if the issue is not resolved.

Describing the plastic sector in
Maharashtra as ‘vital’ for economic
and industrial development in the
state, Hiten Bheda, President,
«AIPMA, said the plastic industry
caters to about 30% of India’s GDP
and around 35% of Maharashtra’s

GDP. The total volume of plastic

products is around Rs 50,000 crores,
while the ban-related products
amount to Rs 5,000 crores, he said.

"~ “The overall employment
through the plastics industry is

over four lakh jobs, while the over-
all plastic industrial units being
closed down -- due to this ban in
Maharashtra — are 2,150 units. The
estimated GST revenue from the

plastics sector through sale in

Maharashtra s Rs 8,400 crores,
while GST revenue from sale of dis-
posable plastic items --covered by
the ban - is Rs 800 crores,” Bheda
stated,' adding “The plastics indus-
try is becoming increasingly
important for facilitating sound

infrastructure in a very sustainable

manner and this sector has a huge,
unrealized potential, which will
remain unexplored due to such
bans being imposed.”

“As of now, we are not aware
about who is making these illegal
plastic bags. However, this ban in
Maharashtra has drastically affect-
ed manufacturers, traders, distrib-
utors, retailers and stakeholders of
the plastics industry and also

resulted in large-scale unemploy-

ment. This ban will devour the
plastics industry and affect the
state’s economy as well due to affil-
iated industries like beverages,
medical, fast food, retail chains,
wholesalers, garment, packaging,
dairy industry all shutting down

due to no viable alternatives in

place of plastic packaging,” he said.

“There is a comprehensive
Central regulation issued by MOE-
FCC called  ‘Plastics Waste

Management Rules’ that effectively
address the issue of plastic waste.
Hence multiple regulations'around
the same challenge may send
potentially-conflicting messages
and — more importantly-— hamper
ease of doing business.”

Recently, during the inaugura-
tion of CAPINDIA 2018, Union
Minister for Commerce & Industry
Suresh Prabhu said, plastic has
tremendous scope for growth. The
industry should look at environ-
ment-friendly, biodegradable plas-
tic as an option. If it is not plastic
then timber will have to be used
which will lead to deforestation.

Bheda said the GST collection
from this sector in Maharashtra is

-around Rs 8,400 crore and the share
‘of disposable plastic items, which

are to be subjected to the ban, is Rs
800 crore. "This decision will
devour the plastic industry and also
affect the state's economy. The ban
will also adversely impact the sec-
tors dependent on the plastic
industry like the food and beverage,
medical, retail, garment, packaging,
dairy, among others," said Bheda.
